July 27th, 11:30-2PM: LEEDing the Way to Good Neighborhood Design

The American Planning Association (APA) ii Chicago Metro Section & CNU-IL are pleased to host a
presentation and group discussion on LEED-ND and its impacts on planning and development. LEED
(Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design), the national rating and certification system that
focuses on green building practices, has become a household word in many planning and architecture
circles. The newest LEED rating system, LEED for Neighborhood Development (LEED-ND), is
almost complete. This new rating system will reward developers and local governments for selecting
sites and designing development in a way that factors in smart growth, green urbanism, and urban
design principles such as compact design, proximity to transit, mixed use, mixed housing type, better
stormwater management, and pedestrian- and bicycle- friendly design. In advance of the release of this
new system, we invite to you a presentation and and discussion on LEED-ND and its impacts on
planning and development.
