When constructed as a flagship 
building to complement the City 
of Chicago’s “green” agenda, this 
sustainable renovation was just the 
third LEED Platinum building in 
the nation and the only one in the 
Midwest.  The building was developed 
through an integrated design process 
and includes commissioning to ensure 
that the finished building performs 
up to established standards.  It dem-
onstrates a variety of innovative yet 
proven technologies, including solar 
panel electrical generation, bio-swale 
filtered parking lot runoff, high-reflec-
tance hardscape to reduce the “urban 
heat island” effect, high performance 
insulation, low-VOC paints and seal-
ants, high performance HVAC using 
ground source heat technology, and 
reclaimed wood from either pickle 
barrels or water towers, among others.
